Exceptional Example
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This is an example of an exceptional product. The student thought outside of the box and didn’t simply use markers on a standard white poster. She didn’t simply list the class/student/teacher goals, but presented them in an engaging way. She obviously put a lot of time and effort into the assignment.

Mediocre Example
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This is an example of a mediocre product. While this student used a lot of color and pictures from magazines, they simply listed the class goals.
