Articles Published in Journals
Authors are named with their last name followed by their initials; publication year goes between parentheses, followed by a period. The title of the article is in sentence-case, meaning only the first word and proper nouns in the title are capitalized. The periodical title is run in title case, and is followed by the volume number which, with the title, is also italicized. If a DOI has been assigned to the article that you are using, you should include this after the page numbers for the article. If no DOI has been assigned and you are accessing the periodical online, use the URL of the website from which you are retrieving the periodical.

Guidelines for annotating the bibliographic entries:
You will want to include useful information about the article you are sharing with the class.  Your annotation should answer some basic questions depending upon the type of article you review:
For Primary Research Articles (150-200 words as a general rule):
What was the main intent for the research project being discussed?  What methods did the research team use to test their hypothesis? What were the main findings of the study? How could you use this information in your own project/how does the information contained in the article relate to your project?
For Secondary Research Articles (150-200 words as a general rule):
[bookmark: _GoBack]What are the key areas of knowledge covered by the article? Which major concepts are useful to your understanding of your project, the formation of your research question/hypothesis, or to your understanding of methods for data collection and analysis?
